· Membership in the Catalina 22 National Sailing Association is encouraged.

· A  Skipper must be a resident of one of the following states - Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Michigan, Ohio and Wisconsin. 
· Scoring will be based on overall finishing position at each Region 4 Regatta:
· A boat will receive a score of DNC (equal to the total number of registered boats plus “1”) for each Region 4 Regatta not raced.

· Scores of Out-of-Region boats will be ignored

· The best 4 of 7 regatta results will be counted to determine the GRIN standings.

· Updated GRIN standings will be distributed to all GRIN participants within 1 week following each Region 4 Regatta.
· At the end of the Season (Ole Fox Regatta), the top score wins the GRIN Circuit and a fantastic looking Catalina 22 half-model trophy.
